ARTICLE 5. Nuisance Noise.

Section 108-5-1. Loud and unnecessary noise.

It shall be unlawful for any person to make, continue to make, or
cause to be made or continued, a noise disturbance within the
County of Fairfax.

Section 108-5-2. Specific prohibitions.

The following acts, are declared to be noise disturbances in
violation of this Chapter, provided that the acts so specified shall
not be deemed to be an exclusive enumeration of those acts
which may constitute a noise disturbance under Section 108-5-1,
and provided that the acts so specified in Subparagraph (a)
below may still constitute a noise disturbance under Section 108-
5-1 independently of the hours of day said acts take place.

(@) Operating or permitting the use, or operation of any radio
receiving set, musical instrument, television, phonograph, or any
other device for the production of sound between the hours of 11
p.m. and 7 a.m. the following day in such a manner as to be
plainly audible across property boundaries or through partitions
common to two persons within a building or plainly audible at fifty
(50) feet from such device when operated within a motor vehicle
parked on a public right-of-way or in a public place.

(b) Owning, keeping, possessing, or harboring any animal or
animals which frequently or habitually howl, bark, meow, squawk
or make such other noise as is plainly audible across property
boundaries or through partitions common to two (2) persons
within a building.
